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Network rail has struck a £40m deal with temporary office space expert, The Office Group, to provide
meeting space at five London stations.

By the end of 2012, there will be 6,200 hotel bedrooms within 20 minutes’ walk of The ICC.

Away2meet is a floating venue accessible only by canal offering corporate charter facilities for up to 30
people in Birmingham.

Wise Hotel Limited has bought the Ramada Warwick Hotel and Conference Centre from administrators,
saving 30 jobs.

Thornbury Castle has been sold from the Von Essen collection following the collapse of the 28 strong chain.

Edgbaston has officially opened its new £32m stand including a conference and banqueting suite to hold up
to 750 delegates.

Chancery Court Hotel will be closing all of its meetings/event space after the Olympics for a refurbishment.
It will be closed for approx. 1 year however the bedrooms and restaurants will operate as normal.

The De Vere Venues portfolio is getting bigger with their new Preferred Partnership with Cineworld
including Auditorium space for up to 776 delegates.



Westminster Mint Hotel joins DoubleTree by Hilton UK portfolio, The hotel is one of eight Mint Hotels
across the UK and Netherlands joining the Hilton Worldwide portfolio of hotels under the DoubleTree by
Hilton and Hilton Garden Inn brand names during the coming months.

The Radisson Edwardian Group has planning permission for a new 245 bedroom hotel on Leicester Square.

Back in 2005, more than 600,000 nights in 40,000 hotel rooms across London were reserved by Olympic
Games organiser, LOCOG. Last month, 20% of that stock has been returned to hoteliers, creating fresh
supply in the market.

From 25th January 2012 Brook Hotels announced a change to the group's portfolio. The decision was taken
to sell eight of the group's 21 hotels to allow the group to move forward and to grow within the 4 star
market. The portfolio is now predominantly 4 star country house driven with 8 out of the current 13 hotels
trading at this level. (Brook Kingston Lodge, Brook Chimney House, Brook Mollington Banastre Hotel & Spa,
Brook Tewkesbury Park Hotel Golf & Country Club, Brook Honiley Court Hotel, Brook Marston Farm, Brook
Chimney House, Brook Redwood Hotel & Country Club) the other hotels remaining within the portfolio and
continuing currently to trade at a 3 star level are Brook Red Lion Colchester Brook Whipper-In Oakham,
Brook Queensferry Hotel North Queensferry, Brook Westfield Hotel Leicester and Brook Madison
Swindon. The hotels concerned are Merrion Hotel Leeds; Beverley Arms, Beverley; Bank House Hotel,
Worcester; New Bath Hotel, Matlock Bath, George Hotel, Huddersfield; Crabwall Manor, Chester; Whitehall
Hotel, Stansted, Royal Oak Hotel, Sevenoaks.

A brand new 115-bedroom Ramada Encore Hotel has opened its doors in Leicester this week, becoming the
36th hotel in Akkeron Hotels Group’s growing portfolio of venues. The landmark seven-storey building on
Charles Street, formerly the Leicester headquarters of insurance company Norwich Union, has undergone a
complete overhaul creating 35 new full and part-time jobs in the city. All of the 95 double and 20 twin
bedrooms at the new Leicester hotel, seven of which have full disabled access, are fitted with flat-screen
TVs, free wi-fi and hard-line internet access, contemporary furnishings and en-suite wet rooms. In addition
to the 115 bedrooms, two meeting rooms with flexible space are also available for corporate and business
customers, with capacity for up to 60 delegates in a theatre-style meeting, or 18 in a boardroom meeting.

Opening 1st May 2012 till the end of September 2012 is The Venue @ Shoreditch Village which will be a
temporary but substantial events venue in the heart of Shoreditch. It is adjacent to the iconic TEA building
and is located a short walk from Shoreditch High Street Tube and Liverpool Street mainline station. It will
be the home of the annual Digital Shoreditch festival 2012, Hackney House over the Olympics and will have
a permanent Tech City showcase for the 5 month life of the venue. The main event space will cater up to
350 guests for a sit down banquet or 500 people for Theatre style. The main area will include a purpose
built stage for concerts, a bar area for refreshments and AV production capabilities. The venue will cater
for award ceremonies, fashion shows, product launches and an array of corporate events.

International

InterContinental Budapest has completed renovating its conference facilities. The entire conference floor
has been given a new, sophisticated, state-of-the-art look and feel. To enhance meeting experience,
InterContinental Budapest has completely renovated its conference and events floor. The extensive project
was finished during the shortest time and included new banquet furniture, carpeting, lighting, wall
coverings and overall décor. The conceptual design follows the interior design of the guest rooms and the
Club Lounge, which were refreshed in 2009. LED lights were added to the lighting plan of the conference
floor to be able to switch the lighting colours in different tones to match the right atmosphere for every
event.

As of 24 February 2012 Principal Hayley Group will have no further responsibility for managing the La Mola
Resort in Barcelona. It has been agreed to discontinue the management agreement that has been in place
for the last 4 years.
